Class History

The beautifully decorated hall, the gorgeously dressed young ladies, the many
tasteful dishes—never will our follcwers be able to duplicate it.

Senior year began with the class enrollment thirty-three. Many changes were
noticeable in our group. Some of our old classmates did not return, but several
new students joined us. We were glad to welcome all of these new students, and
gave them all the rights and privileges ¢f Seniors.

A new science teacher, Prof. R. C. Fortune, also greeted us. He has inspired
and cheered us through the term. We were indeed surprised on coming back
from our Christmas vacation to learn that he and Miss Mattie Davis had been
united in holy matrimony.

The last deeds of general importance that can be credited to this class are:
The ceiling ¢f our English classroom—and presentaticn of pictures to go in our
section room. Although seemingly small in the estimation of some, we feel it is
a fitting memorial to this class. That room and the pictures years from now
may inspire others to follow our example.

It is recorded that the Class of ’29 is the largest class to graduate and con-
tains the largest number of male members. Ours is the only class to attend a
president’s inauguration.

And now ccmes commencement. It is grievcus to note that the original num-
ber is not approaching the goal. They are not with us now, but the Class of 29
is proud cf their start. The Class cf '29 has held together through its four years
and in unity has accomplished much. We have studied hard and seriously. We
have shared quarrels and wrangles; triumphs and failures. Now our paths will
diverge. It is a question, who will continue and who will not.

The members of the class look upsn their histcry with pride, because it will
be from the honored deeds of the past that they will receive a greater part of
their inspiration to continue seeking the crcwn of knowledge as they go out into
the classroom of life where experience is the teacher.
